INSTALLATION:

1.	 Attach brackets to shrouds using the 
supplied screws.  Leave connection loose for 
adjustability during vehicle installation.

2.	 Remove all visor clips (2) and visor 
attachment brackets (2) per manufacturer’s 
recommendations. 

3.	 Place Mounting brackets underneath visor 
clip and attachment brackets and re-
assemble to vehicle. 

4.	 Adjust shrouds until they are level and the 
trim is touching the window.

5.	 Tighten all screws to secure in place. 
6.	 Route Wires to switching equipment.  Be 

mindful to keep wire routing away from 
airbag deployment zones.
